Recent theory tends to interpret the human, drawing upon notions developed in Western
thought since the Enlightenment, as the opposite or even as the enemy of the environment,
of nature which excludes human activity. This reading is not false or exaggerated by any
means if one considers that we are past the point of no return concerning the destruction of



natural environment and much closer to the dystopia that this development entails for us
humans.

(Performing) Arts is a privileged field in the context of which one can rethink the

relation between humanity and the environment — in other words, the relation between an
ecology which seems to have escaped human responsibility and a biology which seems to
tolerate human as its part. This condition is obviously complex, and we would like to focus
on this complexity at the symposium. Possible subjects for discussion are the following:

How do the performing arts react or respond to the current ecological challenges?
How is it possible to think “human creation” as “ecology”?

How can one rethink “biology” as “reconciled” with what is not part of it, especially
after post-structuralism and postcolonial critique?

How do (performing) arts conceive of “Dark Ecology” (Timothy Morton) and the
“Posthuman condition” (Rosi Braidotti) in the Anthropocene?

Radical activism and performance: How do they communicate?

Some subjects of interest include:

The notions of “oikos” and “bios”

The “familiar” and the “unfamiliar” (within the realm of biology and ecology)
Site-specific performance/ installation/ action, co-existence/ ethical interaction
between human and environment

Creation criticism

“Critical posthumanities” and “New Humanism”

Landscape and drama/ performance

Ethics of the human subject

Utopia/ dystopia/ heterotopia (in terms of the relation between human and
environment).
